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Renaissance/Reformation Project

Out of the list of components below you will choose 4 to make up your Renaissance/Reformation Project.  You will be graded upon the accuracy and creativeness of the assignments you select to complete.  This assignment will count as TWO test grades and be included in your final grade for marking period two.  Hand in this checklist along with the finished assignment.

The Due Date will be December 2-3, 2010. This is the final date that you have to hand in the finished project.

1. Write a letter to your family that is at least 5 Paragraphs long.  Your letter must either support or be against Martin Luther’s 95 Theses and his reasons for leaving the Catholic Church.  You MUST also include what you think of beliefs that led eventually to the Lutheran religion.  Your letter should explain to your family your stance on what Luther thinks.  
2. Write a journal pretending you are living during the time of the Renaissance also known as period of rebirth of art and learning.  Describe what is going on.  Describe your feelings and thoughts.  Explain what it is like to live in this time period.  You MUST have 5 entries to your journal.  
3. Make a timeline starting with the beginning of the Renaissance in 1350 and ending with the end of the Thirty Years’ War in 1648.  Include important events in between.  This should NOT be a list of events.  It should be a timeline.  Colors and creativity will increase your score.  
4. Write a song in celebration of the great art and literature created during the Renaissance time period.  It should be at least 5 stanzas and include the likes of Leonardo da Vinci, Michelangelo, William Shakespeare, Donatello and Raphael.
5. Write a poem in support of Martin Luther at the time of his exile from the Catholic Church through when he started his own following and the writing of his Ninety-Five Theses. 
6. Draw your own work of art like the famous artists of the Renaissance.  Be sure to include a write-up of the drawing explaining what it is of and why you chose this topic.  It must be a topic that was important at the time of the Renaissance.
7. Pretend that you are the host of a TV show, like Oprah, interview William Shakespeare, Leonardo da Vinci or Martin Luther.  (Include at least 10 questions you would ask him and provide his answers)

8. Read a book about the Renaissance and Reformation and then write a review of the book.  (Book must be approved by teacher)

9. Assume that you are a merchant in Venice.  Write a journal including at least 5 entries explaining what your life is like.  What are problems and issues with this position?  Are there any hardships?  What is your family life like?
10. Find a picture of a famous work of art created by one of the following:  Leonardo da Vinci, Michelangelo, Raphael or Donatello.  You may use one of the paintings that we observed in class.  After selecting your picture, get a copy of it.  You will be required to turn in the following with your copy of the artwork.  1.  Name of the artist, title of the piece of art, year it was created.  2.  Complete the following tasks.  *Explain what you seen in the piece of art and explain your feelings after looking at it.  *Explain if you believe this piece of art is a masterpiece or not.  *How does this piece of art compare to other artwork from this time period?  *Add any other useful information on the piece of art.
