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Roman Project

Out of the list of components below you will choose 4 to make up your Roman Empire Project.  You will be graded upon the accuracy and creativeness of the assignments you select to complete.  This assignment will count as TWO test grades and be included in your final grade for marking period one.  Hand in this checklist along with the finished assignment.

The Due Date will be October 21, 2010. This is the final date that you have to hand in the finished project.  

1. Write a letter to your family members back in Rome from where you are fighting with Caesar again Pompey telling them your thoughts, feelings and what you are going through.  The letter should be at least 5 paragraphs.  In addition, explain your fears, concerns and excitement involved in this excursion. 
2. Write a journal pretending you are a soldier for either: Caesar, Pompey or Augustus.  Explain the difficulties and fears that you possess and face. 
3. Make a timeline starting with the “birth of Rome in 509 BC and ending with the fall of Rome in 395 AD.  You should include important events along the timeline such as Caesar becoming dictator and Augustus becoming Emperor.  This should be neatly done and with color.  
4. Write a song that the empire of Caesar ruled could have song in his honor at his funeral.

5. Pretend you are members of the Senate at the time of Caesar’s assassination; write a poem in the defense of your decision to end Caesar’s life.  

6.  Pretend that you are the host of a TV show, like Oprah, interview Caesar, Brutus, Augustus or Antony.  (Include at least 10 questions you would ask him and provide his answers)
7. Read a book about the Roman Empire and then write a review of the book.  (Book must be approved by teacher)

8. Create a diorama depicting the Roman market places.

9. Create a bar graph showing the population of the Roman Empire at their beginning in 509 BC up through their fall in 395 AD.  Create a bar at 509 BC, 400 BC, 300 BC, 200 BC, 100 BC, 100 AD, 200 AD, 300 AD and 395 AD.  These can be approximate.
10. Write a journal as if you are Brutus or Cassius the months leading up to the March 15, 44 BC (the day Caesar was killed).  Talk about your thoughts, fears and concerns over Caesar and eventually get to the decision to assassinate him.
